	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	How the Elements of Art form the basis of all successful artworks and how line, shape, proportion, space, value, texture and colour can be utilised to support success. 
Students will learn each element of art 

	Students will learn about the Art movement cubism and create Art in this style taking inspiration from a range of Artists both modern and traditional. 


	Students will explore the theme of Outer space using pencil, pencil crayon and watercolour paints. This project will re-visit the elements of Art and learning and creating Pixel Art.  

	Components



	Using the subject matter of ‘shoes’, students will:

Students will be able to identify the elements of art and components that are needed to create a realistic pencil drawing. 

Students will be able to analyse the work of a contemporary artist who uses hyper-realism as a source of inspiration, in order to use the work of artists to inspire their own work.

Students will understand the meaning of each element of Art and create an example to demonstrate their knowledge and understanding

Students will develop a range of basic pencil skills such as sketching lightly to create a basic drawing with accurate line, shape and tone

Students will learn how to create a colour wheel using only the Primary colours, enabling students to select appropriate colours a

Students will be able to explain the sections of a colour wheel- Primary colours, secondary colours, tertiary colours, complimentary colours and cool/ warm colours, in order to analyse a work and use subject specific language. 

Students will develop their pencil/ pencil crayon skills by applying a range of tones to their art using shading/ rendering, and mark making to show detail and texture in their final outcomes to show their understanding of the elements of art and to create detailed outcomes. 

Students can effectively select the correct pencil and pencil crayon skills to create detailed drawings based on the subject matter.

Students will be able to analyse and evaluate their work to identify what they have done well, and what they could do to improve. 

Students will learn how to apply all the formal elements of Art to successfully showcase their skills and create a final outcome/s.

Each Formal Element will be explored in depth so that students understand how the elements of art make up a piece of artwork and how they use these elements in their own artwork.

	Using the subject matter of ‘Cubism’, students will:

Students will be able to research the art movement Cubism and be able to analyse the work based around the movement using subject specific language and will be able to use this knowledge to develop student’s cultural capital. 

Students will be able to identify the basic elements of an artwork that makes it a cubist piece of artwork. 

Students will be able to use existing artworks to inspire their own cubist artworks through the mediums of pencil crayon, felt tips, oil pastel and mixed media.

Students will be able to generate their own designs for final outcomes based around the theme of cubism and using mood board of existing work to inspire these ideas and designs.

Students will be able to compose a set of their own design ideas to use for their final piece.

Students will be able to analyse and evaluate their work to identify what they have done well, and what they could do to improve. 

Students will explore and experiment with a range of Art media creating pieces in the style of the Artists being studied.

Students will be able to take inspiration from their experimental outcomes and be able to create a successful final piece that showcases all the skills from this topic and previous topics.

	Using the subject matter of ‘Outer space’, students will:

Create an accurate pencil drawing of a Rocket using pencil skills, students will re-visit the elements of Art- Line, shape, space, value and texture to create an effective and accurate pencil drawing. 

Students will create a Pixel piece of Art work using the element of Art- Colour. Students will complete this using pencil crayon or felt tips using block colours only. 

Students will learn how to use watercolour paints to a basic level and apply these skills to their own artwork.

Students will be able to generate their own designs for final outcomes based around the theme of Outer space.

Students will create a final outcome based on the theme outer space, they will be able to apply all the skills and art media developed through year 7. 

Students will be able to analyse and evaluate their work to identify what they have done well, and what they could do to improve.

The art processes of accurately using a pencil and pencil crayon can be re-visited and deepened when exploring that material or process in the future.

To be able to analyse the work of an artist and use subject specific language. 

To be able to analyse their own artworks and to be critical of their work in order to make comments of what went well, and what could be done to improve- which they can then act upon. 

	Students will be able to re-visit the mediums they are introduced to in the project and deepen their knowledge of the materials and processes in the future.

	Assessment activities



	Students will complete a baseline Skills and Knowledge test in the first lesson of each new topic. This will determine the level of challenge at which the subsequent content will be delivered.

Formative assessment within the lessons through monitoring and verbal feedback.

Written feedback will be given once every 8- 10 lessons. Time will be given for students to respond to feedback and improve their work. 

Summative assessment will take place to see the progress made from the pencil skills base line assessment to end of project. Additional lesson will be given to allow students to respond to feedback. 

	Formative assessment within the lessons through monitoring and verbal feedback.

Written feedback will be given once every 8- 10 lessons. Time will be given for students to respond to feedback and improve their work. 

Summative assessment will take place once final piece is complete to see the progress made throughout the Cubism project to the final outcome. Additional lesson will be given to allow students to respond to feedback. 

	Formative assessment within the lessons through monitoring and verbal feedback.

Written feedback will be given once every 8- 10 lessons. Time will be given for students to respond to feedback and improve their work. 

Summative assessment will take place once final piece is complete to see the progress made from the students starting point with the pencil drawing, to students gathering their ideas and skills and creating their own Outer space inspired final piece. Additional lesson will be given to allow students to respond to feedback.

Why this topic is important…

	This topic provides students with the understanding that elements of art are integral to all artwork; both as tool to record but also as a creative technique in its own right. The opportunity to revisit the significance of the individual elements of Art, allows students of all abilities to access success. 

It provides opportunities for students to develop both their knowledge and skills within the subject. 

This topic also allows students to explore the work of artists in order to inform their own work and also provide opportunities to analyse the formal use of the elements within an artwork.     
	The topic provides students with the history of art and how art works have developed through time, it provides opportunities for students to develop both their knowledge and skills within the subject and adapt these skills in other movements or art topics.

This topic also allows students to explore the work of artists in order to inform their own work and also provide opportunities to analyse the formal use of the elements within an artwork.     
	This topic will allow students to re-visit skills learnt in project 1, looking at the elements of Art to complete an effective pencil drawing focusing on the elements of Art. Students will then re-visit the style of Abstract Art from Project two where students explored cubism, however this time students will create abstract art in the style of pixel Art. 

This topic then allows students to explore paint for the first time in year 7, focusing on a range of watercolour painting skills. The project allows students to explore their knowledge and skills further to create their own final outcomes in the theme of Outer Space.  
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
