	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	Students will learn how to create observational drawings using natural forms as a topic of inspiration. Students will learn how to create mixed media outcomes, learning a number of different art techniques, drawing with biro, mono printing and collage.


	Students will learn how to create observational drawings of eyes as a topic of inspiration. Students will learn how to create a mixed media piece, learning a number of different art techniques, drawing with biro, watercolour paints and pencil crayon.
	Students will learn how to create observational drawings and mixed media pieces with portraiture as a topic of inspiration. Students will progress their knowledge in pencil drawing, mono printing and drawing from observation.

	Components



	Students will learn a number of different art techniques to a basic level in order to select and create effective experimental outcomes based around the topic. Students will explore, biro pen, mono-printing and collage.

Students will be able to take inspiration from their experimental outcomes and be able to create a successful final piece that showcases all the skills from this topic and previous topics.

Students will develop basic skills in a range of art techniques including mono-printing and collage, in order to create effective, skilful outcomes. 

Students will have a basic understanding of what is needed to create a biro drawing and how to use a biro pen as an art tool.

Students will be able to analyse the work of a contemporary artist who uses nature as a source of inspiration, students can then use the artist to inspire their own work.

Students will be able to compose a set of their own design ideas to use for their final piece.

Students can effectively select the correct materials to create effective experimentations and outcomes.

Students will be able to analyse their experimentation and outcomes to successfully showcase their skills and create a final outcome/s.

	 Students will learn a number of different art techniques to a basic level in order to create effective experimental outcomes based around the topic. 

Students will re-visit pencil crayon skills to develop their pencil crayon skills further before applying them to a pencil crayon colour wheel eye. With a focus on depth and texture.

Students will re-visit biro pen skills with the addition of learning how to create a range of patterns through the influence of different cultural art forms

Students will learn a range of watercolour painting skills and create an eye in the style of Morian Bolognesi. 

Students will be able to analyse the work of a contemporary artist and use the work to inspire their own work. Students will also introduce a theme of their choice from a selection of options to allow more freedom and independence into their designs. 

Students will be able to compose a set of their own design ideas to use for their final piece.

Students can effectively select the correct materials to create effective experimentations and outcomes linking to the culture of their choice.

 Students will have a basic understanding of what is needed to create a mixed media final piece.

Students will be able to analyse their experimentation and outcomes to successfully showcase their skills and create a final outcome/s.

	Students will learn a number of different techniques to a basic level in order to create effective experimental outcomes based around the topic. 

Students will re-visit pencil skills to develop their pencil skills and drawing from observation with a particular focus on depth, pattern and texture.

Students will create a monoprint in the style of the artist Mark Powell, using a mixed media background. 

Students will be able to analyse the work of the contemporary artist Mark Powell and use subject specific language to describe the artwork. 

Students will be able to identify what makes a successful observational drawing. 

Students will be able to compose a final outcome in the style of Mark Powell independently, using the correct materials to create a mixed media response.
