	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	Students will learn how to create effective compositions around the theme of still life, using skulls as a starting point. 

Students will be able to create a number of outcomes through observational drawing, pencil, pen, pencil crayon, acrylic paint, mono printing, collage/ mixed media and a 3d Carboard sculpture. 

	Students will learn how to explore a theme of their choice to combine with still life. This will allow students to create more independent outcomes and experimentations. 

The chosen themes are: flowers, mechanical objects, birds, insects and sea life.
	Students will be able to select their most successful experimentations and create a final outcome to showcase their skills and knowledge of previous topics.
	Students will independently explore the theme of eyes and create effective compositions using eyes as a starting point.

	Components



	Students will understand how to create an effective observational drawing to develop their pencil skills further linked to their project theme. An effective observational drawing will include focusing on the following elements of Art that students have worked previously but having a real focus on perspective.

Students will understand how to use acrylic paint, collage and printing skilfully to create realistic and detailed outcomes linked to their project theme and showing experimentation of materials.

Students will be able to use artists and photographers work to influence physical manipulation and outcomes.

Students will effectively be able to analyse the outcomes they make and the work of artists’ using subject specific language (see keywords) to enable them to identify areas of strength and development, which will help them improve their work throughout their projects with the aim of creating final pieces to conclude their project journey.
	Student can independently explore a range of materials and techniques to create outcomes based around their chosen themes.

Students can understand the work of other artists and how they can use these works to communicate, emotions, culture, themes and viewpoints. This will allow them apply these ideas to their own work.

Students can use the work of other artists to influence their choice, of topic, theme and/or outcome. 
	Students will be able to select their most successful experimentational outcomes and to be able to develop these experimentations further to create a set of final outcomes. 

Students can independently evaluate their experimentations and select the most successful outcomes to influences their final outcome. 

Students will be able to analyse their experimentation and outcomes to successfully showcase their skills and create a final outcome/s.
	Students will review observational drawing and create an effective pencil drawing of an eye. observational drawing: 
-Proportion
-Value
-Composition
-Texture
- Shape/ Form

Students will learn how to take good quality photos of eyes that they can use as their Primary source photos to create Art works from. 

Students will re-visit the technique- Mono printing and create a high quality mono print using their primary source photo. 

Students will be able to select an artist/ photographer to research and  influence their eye design to physical manipulation and outcomes.

Students will develop their water colour painting skills and create an effective watercolour painting of an eye taking inspiration from their chosen artist. 

Students will be able to select their most successful experimentational outcomes/ design ideas and to be able to develop these experimentations further to create a set of final outcomes. 

Students will be able to analyse their experimentation and outcomes to successfully showcase their skills and create a final outcome/s.



	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Students will have a basic understanding of each media they are using for the project. For example:
-Using tone effectively in colour and Black & White.
-Using tone effectively with pencil, pen, and pencil crayon.
-Proportions and perspective.

Students will have a basic understanding of how to create a successful observational drawing e.g. Focusing on the elements of Art- Proportion, shape/ form, adding value and texture.

Students will have a basic understanding of how to take a successful photograph in order to draw from observation.

Students will understand how art works and existing artworks can be used as a form of communication and to communicate themes. 
	Students will understand how to collate items based around their chosen theme to take a set of primary photographs

Students will understand how to explore ideas and ‘map out’ their ideas to enable them to create their own final piece.

Students will be able to use the work of artists to inspire their own work.

Students will be able to analyse the work of existing artists work but also their own work to improve their outcomes. 
	Students will be able to analyse their own work and to be able to identify what parts of their work are successful and how they create a journey within their chosen topic.
	Students should already know how to create a pencil observational drawing, and create a mono print from an image/ photo. 

Students should have basic knowledge of watercolour painting skills that they will be able to build on further in this project. 

Students should be able to create a range of designs taking inspiration from the artists work they have selected. 

Students should be able to independently create a final outcome.

Why this topic is important…

	This topic provides students with a set of skills to use in their personal investigations and to be able to successfully create work influenced by an existing artist or photographer. 

This project will allow students to build on prior knowledge and skill set learnt in KS3 and develop these further to enable them to create a successful GCSE project, for example- drawing from observation with confidence and using a range of Art media in their work to develop high quality pieces. 


	This topic provides students with the understanding of how to add their own personal interests to their work and create context to the outcomes they are making. This helps support more meaningful and contextual outcomes. 

This topic helps students see work being able to link themes together and take influence from existing artworks. 
	This topic is providing students with the knowledge and confidence to critically analyse their own work and to be able to develop their outcomes. This creates stronger outcomes to transfer the skills in future projects.
	This Mini project is important as it allows students more freedom in terms of selecting relevant Artists/ photographer and materials in order to plan a final piece. The final outcome they will produce in a 2 hour mock exam, in the style of the 10 hour externally set task that will take place at the end of HT4- Year 11. 
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
