Pupils will learn…

	Students will learn how to use the camera effectively and learn the terminology of the camera and photography, ISO/Aperture and Shutter Speed.

	Students will learn how to create effective compositions around the theme of still life, using skulls and flowers as a starting point. 

Students will be able to create a number of outcomes through physical and digital manipulation of the photographs they take. 

	Students will learn how to explore their identity through still life materials. This will allow students to create more independent outcomes and experimentations. 
	Students will be able to select their most successful experimentations and create a final outcome to showcase their skills and knowledge of previous topics.

	Components



	Students will have a basic understanding the history of the camera and of photography in order to understands its value and evolution.

Students have an understanding how to use a traditional camera correctly so that they are able to take high quality, creative photographs.

Students will have an understanding photographic terminology and formal elements so that they can use and select these to influence their work.

Students can effectively select the correct camera settings to demonstrate their understanding of aperture, ISO and shutter speed in their own work.

Students will be able to compose a set of their own photographs so that they can independently identify how to apply this to their own work 

	Students will understand how to arrange a set of objects to take a successful photograph.

Students will understand how to use the basic tools on photopea to create digital outcomes.

Students will be able to use artists and photographers work to influence physical manipulation and outcomes.

Students will effectively be able to analyse the outcomes they make and the work of artists’ using subject specific language (see keywords). 
	Using the subject matter of identity students will be able to understand what objects can symbolically represent their identity and use these to describe a chosen theme.
