	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	The technical and visual conventions used in film making.

How these conventions create meaning for the audience.
	The aesthetic qualities of a film and their significance.

How film makers create aesthetic effects through specific film sequences.
	The way the key elements of film form are organised into larger structures (genre and narrative), in whole films.
	How chosen films represent, and thus offer perspectives on, gender, ethnicity, age, and different cultures.
	How to produce an extract from a screenplay and a corresponding shooting script for a genre film.

	How to write an evaluative analysis of the production, which analyses and evaluates the production in relation to other professionally produced films or screenplays.

	Components



	Students can identify the elements of cinematography in film, using accurate terminology, to:
· Explain how visual elements impact the audience.
· Understand how mise-en-scene creates meaning for the audience.
· Analyse the overall effect of visual choices made by the director.

Students understand how sound contributes to a film’s form, so they can:
· Comment on the specific sound types used within a sequence.
· Analyse the impact of diegetic and non-diegetic sound on the audience.
· Link sound choices to the director’s intention and evaluate its success.

Students are able to identify editing techniques, to ensure they can comment on the overall effect in key scenes.

Students can accurately use key terminology, whilst deepening their understanding of elements of film form, to ensure they can:
· Comment on the impact of film form.
· Evaluate its success
· Provide a confident response, evaluating a film maker’s choices.
	Students can identify the technical elements of film, using accurate terminology, to:
· Explain how technical elements impact the audience’s reaction.
· Understand how reoccurring technical elements can impact the aesthetic (style) of a film.

Students understand how colours, themes and motifs contribute to a film’s style, so they can:
· Comment on the overall mood/tone/emotion of a key scene or sequence.
· Explore the effect of the colour/theme/motif on the film and audience.

Students can accurately identify character types, to understand and analyse how and why characters are represented, particularly through stereotypes.

Students can correctly identify a film’s narrative structure using accurate terminology, to explore the intentions of the director and how this impacts the audience.  

Students understand how a film is influenced by the various contexts in which it is produced, to ensure they can:
· comment on the director/cinematographer’s intentions when analysing key sequences.
· explain why a director/cinematographer has used technical and mise-en-scene elements, and their effects.

	Students can accurately identify and determine differences between narrative structures, in order to comment on their overall meaning within a film.

Students are able to understand a variety of narrative theories, to ensure they can reflect on their relevance in key films.

Students can use technical terminology when analysing key scenes, so that they are able to evaluate the effectiveness of the cinematography and overall film form.

Students are able to understand the social context of India, in order to explore how this is presented through the narrative of Slumdog Millionaire.

Students are able to identify character types so they can evaluate the impact and meaning characters have on the audience.
	Students understand stereotypes, in order to comment on and evaluate the representation of key characters.

Students have the ability to identify contextual influences, so they are able to analyse the accuracy of stereotypes within film.

Students understand the difference in various representations, to enable them to identify these in their set text.

Students are able to understand the social contexts of Japan, in order to explore how this is presented through the genre, narrative and representation of Spirited Away.

Students will be able to create characters, genre conventions and specific technical codes, in order to create a screenplay that fits the production brief’s chosen genre.

(30 minutes).

	The production may take the form of: 
• either a filmed extract from a genre film (2 minutes to 2½ minutes) • or an extract from a screenplay for a genre film (800 to 1000 words). The screenplay must be accompanied by a shooting script of a key section from the screenplay (approximately 1 minute of screen time, corresponding to approximately one page of screenplay). Learners must also provide an evaluative analysis of the production (750 to 850 words), which analyses and evaluates the production in relation to other professionally produced films or screenplays.
	The production may take the form of: 
• either a filmed extract from a genre film (2 minutes to 2½ minutes) • or an extract from a screenplay for a genre film (800 to 1000 words). The screenplay must be accompanied by a shooting script of a key section from the screenplay (approximately 1 minute of screen time, corresponding to approximately one page of screenplay). Learners must also provide an evaluative analysis of the production (750 to 850 words), which analyses and evaluates the production in relation to other professionally produced films or screenplays.

Why this topic is important…

	This topic introduces the two core study areas needed to analysis and evaluate all films effectively:
1. Key elements of film form (cinematography, mise-en-scène, editing and sound) 
2. The contexts of film. 

It allows students to identify technical elements and discuss how they create meaning for the audience.

This topic introduces how a film’s cinematographer can impact on directors’ intentions and audience reaction.
	This topic embeds the two core study areas needed to analyse and evaluate all films effectively:
1. Key elements of film form (cinematography, mise-en-scène, editing and sound) 
2. The contexts of film. 

This topic provides students with the opportunity to explore how themes and motifs contribute to a film’s style.

It allows students to identify technical codes of film and explain how they create meaning.

The topic ensures students have a clear understanding of how films are structured and how plot can shape meaning – key component of knowledge for HT3 Component 2 - Global English Language Film: Narrative. (Slumdog Millionaire).

This topic introduces how representation is used in film to create meaning – key component of knowledge for HT4 Component 2 - Global Non-English Language Film: Representation. (SPIRITED AWAY).

This topic will offer examples of technical elements within films which will allow students to gain an understanding of visual/audible styles and conventions all of which will inform their own production (Component 3 – HT5 and HT6).
	This topic will offer examples of genre films which will allow students to gain an understanding of genre, genre conventions and the narratives associated with certain genres, all of which will inform their own production (Component 3 – HT5 and HT6).
	This topic will offer detailed analysis of representation within films which will allow students to gain an understanding of gender, age, and representation, which will inform their own production (Component 3 – HT5 and HT6).
	This topic will allow students to display their understanding and prior learning, through a piece of individual film making.

This topic provides students with the opportunity to display their knowledge of genre through their own technical choices and character creation.
	This topic will offer students the opportunity to become reflective of the methods involved in film making and screen writing.

The topic forces students to be evaluative of the choices they have made and comment on the successes of their own production.

It ensures students have the skills to evaluate film form and technical choices in the set texts to follow.
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
