Pupils will learn…

	A foundation of geographical knowledge, understanding and skills provide the components for understanding.

	An understanding of different environments and climates around the world and how animals, plants and humans interact with these.
	An understanding of physical geography relating to: geological timescales, weathering, soils and use of natural resources.
	An understanding of physical geography relating to weather and climate.

	An understanding of how economic activities relies on effective functioning of natural systems and understanding how natural areas may break down over time.

	Components
	Pupils learn about;

· The location of continents and oceans
· How to read and understand maps including the use of scale, contour lines and grid references
· Location of Europe and the difference between Europe and the EU

So that they are able to build on their knowledge of globes, maps and atlases and apply and develop this knowledge routinely in the classroom.

Pupils will be aware of how Europe is different to the EU and aware of arguments to both stay and leave the EU.

	Pupils learn about;

· The location and characteristics of biomes.
· Human, animal and plant adaptations to deserts, tropical rainforests, temperate deciduous woodland and tundra.
· Understanding how climate and living organisms are interdependent

So that they are able to build on their environmental and physical geography knowledge, understanding how different places across the globe differ.

Pupils will be aware of how humans interact and benefit from different biomes around the world.


	Pupils learn about;

· The use of natural resources including oil.
· Understanding of the resources we can gain from different spheres.
· Understanding how plastic in the ocean can cause problems for wildlife
· Understanding how consumerism links to environmental 

So that they are able to build on their environmental knowledge, this helps students to understand why the biomes they have previously studied have resources that can be used across the globe.

Pupils will be aware of how humans use resources in their day to day lives.
	Pupils learn about;

· The factors affecting the climate in the UK.
· The extreme weather that we experience in the UK
· The weather hazards that can be experienced in different countries around the globe such as tropical storms.

So that they are able to build on their geographical knowledge to understand the different weather conditions that different countries experience and how places can both low- and high-income countries can protect themselves against weather.

Pupils will be aware of how weather can affect people’s lives.
	Pupils will learn about;

· What tourism is, how it has changed over time and how it benefits the economy.
· The different processes involved in changing the shape of the UK
· How coasts change shape over time.

So that they are able to put together their knowledge of physical geography and their understanding of how people can make money.

Why this topic is important…

	This topic embeds locational knowledge and skills that will be used throughout their Geography journey and will help students to explain and understand all other elements of Geography.

Application of data/resources allows students to develop their opinions and create meaningful, evidence based balanced, arguments. 
Links to British Values
Democracy – Discussion about the UK leaving the EU and reasons for and against this. 

Careers – understanding what jobs geographers undertake  
	This topic is important as it builds on the foundation locational knowledge and allows students to develop their understanding further, starting to not only understand what is there but also why it is there. Looking at areas of high and low pressure and understanding what flora, fauna and people live within a biome allows students to understand the threats the earth is dealing with.
Links to British Values
Cultural capital – understanding the animals that live in different biomes around the globe.

Mutual respect and tolerance of different faiths and beliefs – understanding and respecting how indigenous tribes live in the tropical rainforest.
	This topic is important as it allows students to learn how the materials we use in every day life are taken from the earth. This then allows students to build on their knowledge of the threats experienced to allow them to understand how we can deal with issues sustainably. 

Links to British Values
Mutual respect and tolerance of different faiths and beliefs – understanding and respecting how indigenous peoples live in remote areas and collect oil.

The rule of law – understanding how TNC’s may be fined for oil spills. 
	This topic is important as it allows students to understand why we experience the weather that we experience in the UK. It also helps students to understand some weather conditions that are received around the globe.
