Pupils will learn…

	Why it is important to study history and the key disciplinary skills need to be successful historians. 

	The cause and consequences of events can be categorised and judged in terms of importance.

The short term and long term impacts the Norman Conquest had on England.  




	What the Black Death was and the medieval beliefs surrounding the disease as well as its  consequences in both England and the wider world.



	The changes to the church in Europe in the 16th century and the tensions and impact this has on ordinary people.  
	The reasons for England becoming more connected with the wider world, during the reign of Elizabeth I. 
	The socio-economic changes brought about by the Industrial Revolution during the 18th and 19th centuries, and why it is considered a significant turning point in British history. 

	Components
	Students will be introduced to the historical concepts of  Medieval Monarchy.

Students will know the reasons why it is important to study history, in order to give them an appreciation of where the subject can lead to in the future. Additionally, this should help students understand how studying the past helps us to understand the world we live in today. 

Students will know what chronology is and key-terms around the disciplinary concept, in order for students to be equipped with an awareness of the broad historical-time periods (Medieval, Early-Modern, Industrial and 20th century,) they will encounter throughout KS3 and beyond.

Students will know what a historical source is and how they are different from historical interpretations. 

Students will be introduced to interpretations of King John in order to develop an understanding of how and why interpretations differ. 

Second Order Concepts 

Students will know historical second-order concepts, such as causation and change and continuity.   Students will be able to identify the cause and consequence of historical events and will be able to identify and describe examples of change and continuity over time.  

	Students will build upon the concept of Medieval Monarchy from Unit 1 and introduce the concept of heir, inheritance and feudalism. 

Students will gain an understanding of the consequences of the Battle of Stamford Bridge and how this contributed to the Norman success at the Battle of Hastings. 

Students will know that England was an Anglo-Saxon society pre-1066 and will examine the aspects of change and continuity from Anglo Saxon to Norman England. 

Students will know that the Normans took control through, Feudalism, Castles, Violence (Harrying of the North) the Domesday Book and will begin identify that some factors were more important than others in helping the Normans take control of England. 

Second Order Concepts
Students will be able to describe the ways in which Anglo-Saxon and Norman England were similar and different. 

Students will know that historical events can have more than one consequence and will be able to identify that some consequences were more important than others.

  
	Students will build upon their understanding of Medieval Society from Unit 2 and will introduce the role of the Church in Medieval England.  

They will also be introduced to the way in which change can be categorised into ‘social’ and ‘economic’ factors and will be able to identify a change that is more important than others.  

Students will learn that the Black Death is a name given to the 14th Century pandemic caused by the spread of the bacteria Yersinia Pestis and how the plague spread through Europe between 1346-52.

Students will know the symptoms of Black Death.

Students will explore the various medieval beliefs surrounding the causes of the Black Death including religious, astrological and natural causes. . 

Students will explore the consequences of the Black Death in both England and the wider world to understand the social and economic impact. 

The Peasants Revolt will be studied to solidify students’ understanding of causes and consequences and highlight connections between different historical events. Students will also become familiar with the concept of rebellion and challenges to monarchical power. 

Second Order Concepts

In addition to knowing that some consequences are more important than others, students will know that consequences can be categorised e.g. social and economic consequences. 

Students will understand that there can be long or short term causes. 


	Students will further build upon their knowledge of the role of the Church in England as well as their understanding of the concept of rebellion and monarchical power, this allows students to see a shift in control from the church in medieval period to the monarchy in the early-modern period. 
To explore the differences between Protestantism and Catholicism in the 16th century, in order for students to be able to explain the differences in types of worship, the impact it had on the lives of ordinary people, as well as give students the confidence to be able to deploy and develop appropriate historical vocabulary.

Students will be able to compare religious policy during the reigns of Henry VIII, Edward VI, Mary I and Elizabeth I, in order to be able to identify patterns religion of change and continuity in the history of England. 


Students will be introduced to the concept of objects as historical sources.  They will examine photographs and images of vestments and items of religious importance to identify the changes that the church underwent during the Reformation.  

Second Order Concepts

 Students will re-visit their understanding of sources from Unit 1.   They will understand that historical sources take many forms including pictorial as well as object/artefact form.  

Students will be able to carry out a superficial analysis of these sources in order to describe how the appearance of churches changed during the Reformation.  
	Students will build upon their knowledge and understanding of life in Tudor England by exploring the global context at the time and learning how exploration both contributed to rivalry and strengthened connections in the New World, Europe, Asia, and North Africa. 

Students will develop an awareness of a chronological framework in which historical events around the globe occur simultaneously.

Second Order Concepts

Students will examine causation in particular around the motives for Tudor exploration.  Students will be able to identify and describe different causes that led to Tudor exploration. 

Some students may be able to identify which cause was the most important and explain why.  This is covered explicitly later in the curriculum.  

 


	Students will know of the changing systems of production from the domestic system to factory system, to help students understand the rise in capitalism across the 18th and 19th centuries. 

Students will know that the industrial revolution was made of made up of a series of revolutions, including an agricultural revolution, an energy revolution, a consumer revolution, a technology revolution, a transport revolution, a demographic and financial revolutions, in order for students to gain an understanding of the importance of the Industrial Revolution as a turning point in British and world history. 

Students will look at the social impact of the Industrial revolution, including looking at case studies of child labour and living and working conditions in towns and cities, this is to help students understand the impact of changes can affect different people in different ways, and how it led to political change in the form of protest and labour reform. 

Students will gain a chronological awareness. 
Identification of links between different events, places and people, in order to explore change and continuity across a period of time.

Second Order Concepts: 

Students will identify the similarities and differences between pre and post Industrial Britain in addition to exploring multi causal explanations of why these changes happened.  


	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)

	From studying History at Key Stage 2, students will know about changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age. 

They know chronological terms such as BCE and CE through studying the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain

They know about struggles for control of the Kingdom of England pre-1066.  
	From Unit 1, students will have an understanding of where the Norman Conquest fits within the broader chronological framework.  

They will know that monarchs faced challenges to their rule and control of Britain throughout history. 
	From Unit 2, students will know the structure of the Feudal System and will understand about how lives differ for those in different social groups within Medieval society. 

Students will know about other examples of rebellion e.g. The Harrying of the North from Unit 2.  

	From Unit 1 students know what a source is and how it differs from an interpretation. 

From Unit 2 and Unit 3 students know that there is a link between the church and monarchical rule in England. 

From Unit 3 students will know about other times in history when there has been challenges to monarchical rule. 


	Students will have knowledge of the rule of the Tudor Monarchs in the Renaissance period from Unit 4

Students should have an understanding that events can have multiple causes that can be organised into thematic categories. 

	From studying Feudalism in Medieval Society in Unit 3 and elements of change and continuity in the lives of the Tudors in Unit 4; students are aware that prior to the 18th century, Britain was an agrarian society whose economy mainly centred around the wool and agricultural trade.


	Transferrable knowledge (skills)
	To understand where broad historical time periods fit within a chronological framework.

To understand that different historical interpretations exist and a simple explanation of why.

To be able to make a link between the causes and consequences of events in history.  

   
	Events have more than one cause and can be categorised into factors and judged based on their importance

Changes in history vary in impact based on position in society and many things can continue while other things change. The importance of change can depend in the person experiencing it.

To know that the vast majority of people in England and Europe were subsistence farmers.

To know that Feudalism is the basis for society in Medieval England. 


	To understand the contribution that economic and social factors can make to rebellion.  Rebellion and resistance are concepts that are re-visited throughout the History curriculum.  

To understand how far religion  shaped life in Medieval England, particularly in regards to beliefs about causes of disease and treatment. 

To know the long-term devastation and significance that can be caused by disease both nationally and internationally.

	To understand how religious tension could be a driving factor in determining government policy, and a causal factor behind social and economic change. 

To know that the vast majority of people were affected by the Reformation in some way. 

Changes in history vary in impact based on position in society and many things can continue while other things change. The importance of change can depend in the person experiencing it as well as the people responsible for it. 
	Students will be introduced to the concept of an alliances, religion and wealth, which are continually returned to as part of history curriculum.

To know that England was becoming more connected with the wider-global world in the 16th century, and there was increased European interest in the New World. 


	Students will be introduced to the concept of revolution, which is continually returned to as part the history curriculum.

Some events are more significant than other, and can be considered turning points in history. 

Industrial Revolution transformed British society, led to the emergence of the middle-class and established Britain as a global superpower.

Why this topic is important…

	Subject Knowledge
Students are introduced to the key concept of medieval monarchy with a case study on King John. 

The topic also introduces students to the power of the medieval church, with a case study the murder of Thomas Beckett. 

Disciplinary knowledge

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate historical vocabulary.

This topic allows students to explore and familiarise themselves with second order concepts such as change and continuity as well as causes and consequences. 

The topic gives students the opportunity to practice analysing and making inferences from different types of historical source, as well as to make judgements on a source’s utility. 





	Subject Knowledge
1066 is a pivotal turning point in British History which establishes Medieval society. William’s consolidation of power created the British monarchy and system of government for the next 300 years. Norman culture is still evident in England today particularly in terms of language. 

The topic allows for the introduction of key themes that are continually returned to such as Feudalism, government and the importance of religion to their family.

The topic is also engaging and promotes a love of the subject for Year 7.

Disciplinary knowledge
The topic allows students to begin to find links between causes and consider why one cause is more important than another.

The topic allows students to see that changes do not affect everyone in a period in the same way or with the same level of impact.

Links to British Values
Rule of law – The government’s laws effect people in society

Liberty – Position in society was determined by birth
	Subject Knowledge
Knowledge of the Black Death allows students to draw real life comparisons between historical and modern-day pandemics, and understanding of causes and preventative measures in both time periods. From this knowledge students can then draw similarities and differences, highlighting change over time.

The topic allows for the revision and development of key themes such as religion, government and monarchy that are continually returned too. 

The topic is also engaging and promotes a love of the subject for Year 7.

This topic is important because it provides those students who go on to study Medicine Through Time at GCSE with a good basic understanding of beliefs and treatments during the Medieval time period. 

Disciplinary knowledge
This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate historical vocabulary.

This topic will give students the opportunity to practice constructing and effectively communicating a reasoned and justified arguments. 

This topic allows students to engage with historical scholarship in order to broaden students’ vocabulary and familiarise students with scholarly works.

This topic allows students to explore and familiarise themselves with second order concepts such as significance, similarities and differences as well as causes and consequences. 

The topic gives students the opportunity to practice analysing and making inferences from different types of historical source.

Links to British Values
Rule of Law – The monarchy and government effect the lives of people in society. 
Challenges to the monarchy for the purpose of fairer rule.
Democracy – Protest/Rebellion in order to achieve a society that is fairer to all citizens (peasant’s revolt)
Respect & Tolerance – Highlighting the intolerance that developed as a result of suspicion and fear due to the spread of the Black Death.
Individual liberty – Illustrating the constraints placed on freedom in the medieval period (namely on villeins) to emphasise the importance of freedom in our modern democracy. 
	Subject Knowledge
The Reformation in the 16th century marks an important turning point in the development of the church, state and society in England, within a broader context of a changing world in the Renaissance. 

The topic allows for the revision and development of key themes such as religion, government and monarchy that are continually returned too. 

The topic is useful for developing a historical context around religion being one of the reasons behind why the England becomes increasingly connected to the wider world in the 16th and 17th centuries. 

The topic is also important as it provides students who go on to study the reign of Elizabeth I at GCSE, with a good basic understanding of the reign and impact of previous Tudor Monarch’s as well as the religious division present in the 16th century. 

Disciplinary knowledge

This topic will give students the opportunity to practice constructing and effectively communicating a reasoned and justified arguments. 

The topic will give students the opportunity to identify patterns of change and continuity across the different reigns of the Tudor Monarchs. 

The topic gives students the opportunity to practice analysing and making inferences from different types of historical source.


Links to British Values
Rule of Law – The monarchy and government effect the lives of people in society. 
Respect & Tolerance – Highlights the damaging and transformative effect religious intolerance had English society in the 16th century, promoting the importance and need for religious tolerance in our current society. 

	Subject Knowledge
The topic is important as it provides students with the historical context of English and European colonialism, which will be revisited when students explore the British Empire and the Transatlantic Slave Trade. 

The topic also provides students with the opportunity to explore wider-global stories and histories. 

The topic is also important as it provides students who go on to study the reign of Elizabeth I at GCSE, with a good basic understanding of the reign of Elizabeth I was characterised by rivalry and tension with Catholic Spain and technological progress, especially regarding naval advancements. 

The topic is also engaging and promotes a love of the subject for Year 7.

Disciplinary knowledge

This topic will give students the opportunity to practice constructing and effectively communicating a reasoned and justified arguments. 

The topic gives students the opportunity to practice analysing and making inferences from different types of historical source.

The topic allows students to begin to find links between causes and consider why one cause is more important than another.

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate historical vocabulary.


Links to British Values
Rule of Law – The monarchy and government effect the lives of people in society. 

Respect & Tolerance – Exploring Exploration in Elizabeth’s period highlights the intolerance of privateers and European colonialists’ attitudes towards indigenous people in the New World and Ireland, highlighting to students the importance of respect and tolerance in modern society. 


	Subject Knowledge

The Industrial Revolution is a pivotal turning point in British and world history, it is a moment of irreversible change that establishes Britain as a global superpower and first industrialised nation. In addition, it helps students to understand the origins behind many of the features of society that we sometimes take for granted today – e.g. trains, electricity.

The topic also provides students to chart the rise of capitalism and consumerism, and how this reshapes the structure of society with the emergence of a new middle class. 

This topic is also important as it provides students who go on to study, Medicine through time at GCSE with a good historical background on the key features of Industrial Britain, when they explore the changes and continuities in medicine in the 18th and 19th century. 

Disciplinary knowledge

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate historical vocabulary.

The topic gives students the opportunity to practice analysing and making inferences from different types of historical source.

This topic allows students to explore and familiarise themselves with second order concepts such as significance, and change. 

Links to British Values

Individual Liberty – The exploitation of child labour and worker’s rights in this time-period will help develop student’s appreciation for the Individual liberties they have today. 

Democracy – Students will explore examples of Industrial protest in order to achieve a society that is fairer to all citizen, and is protects them from exploitation.
