Pupils will learn…

	What an Empire is and why Britain, as well as other countries across the globe, wanted at Empire.

That the British Empire developed overtime to become the largest Empire in the World.

That the land controlled by and people living in the Empire were affected in different ways.

	That the continent of Africa had a vibrant and developed culture prior to the 16th century.

The process of how African people were enslaved, sold and their experiences as enslaved people on plantations in the Americas. 

What caused the development of the Abolition Movement and the lasting legacy of slavery on British history.
	That migration is one of the key factors that helps students refine their understanding of ‘self’ and what it means to identify as ‘British’. 

That migration throughout history has led to Britain’s multicultural society.

The impact migration throughout Britain’s history has had on British society. 

The differing reasons for and different experiences of groups of migrants to Great Britain.
	That Victorian London faced huge levels of disparity in wealth which are highlighted by the deprivation experienced in Whitechapel. 

That Victorian London was very diverse and that anti-Semitism was prevalent at this time.  Students will explore how these anti-Semitic views skewed the investigation and potentially led to the failure to find Jack the Ripper. 

That poverty in Whitechapel provided conditions in which crime was rife and difficult to police.

The crimes of Jack the Ripper and the difficulties and failures of the investigations. 

	That events can be caused by long and short term factors.  

That links can be made between events that happened in the past and the present day and can influence certain outcomes. 

The outcomes of World War One and how these informed future tensions and conflicts across Europe and the Wider World. 

That the Treaty of Versailles was an important factor in contributing towards the start of World War Two and the rise of the Nazis in Germany. 

	Components
	Students will understand the concept of Imperialism 

Students will know about the different ways in which the Empire influenced countries around the world, as well as the way in which the Empire contributed towards our understanding of Britain today. 

Students will understand that a narrative of racial superiority skewed perceptions of people living in other global societies and the ways in which attempts to anglicize people from other cultures were made.  In addition to this, they will re-visit the historical theme of revolution and rebellion to examine how colonised peoples resisted British control.  

Students will know that some changes implemented abroad as a result of British Imperialism had a positive impact on those living there. E.g. the building of railways.

Students will examine sources and interpretations which offer different perspectives on the impact of the British Empire.    

Students will evaluate the overall contributions made by the British Empire and come to their own overall judgement on the contributions made by the Empire which is supported by evidence. 

Second Order Concepts: 

Students will be able to select relevant surface details from both sources and interpretations.    They will be able to describe in their own words what the evidence is telling them. 

Students will be making a judgement about importance as a prelude to analysing significance which is taught explicitly later in the curriculum.  

Students will analyse consequences of the British Empire and be able to explain why one consequence may be more important than another. 


 
	Students will know that the concept of Africa as a ‘Dark Continent’ was a myth and that Africa had well developed empires that had international status. 

Students will know that Africans were dubbed as ‘racially inferior’ by European countries to justify enslavement for their own economic advantage.

Students will know the severe hardships faced by enslaved Africans during capture, transportation and on plantations as well as understanding that enslaved people were treated differently based on their skill set, gender, age and physical strength.

Students will know that enslaved people resisted their enslavement in various ways to understand that enslaved people retained agency in an oppressive system.
Students will know how the Abolition movement came into fruition to understand that historic changes are caused by a variety of factors.

Students will know that the legacy of slavery to understand that different countries have been impacted in the long-term in different ways by the trade.

Second Order Concepts: 

Students will make inferences from historical sources and start to consider the provenance in explaining why a historical source may offer a particular view.  

Students will be able to analyse multi factor causation and be able to give a reason for what they feel was the most important cause of abolition.  





	Students will know that British society has historically been impacted and influenced by migration from around the world with varying degrees of significance and longevity.

Students will know that there are various ‘push’ and ‘pull’ factors that have led to migration to Britain.

Students will know that migrants to Britain have had differing experiences upon their arrival and will assess the causes of these differences.

Students will know that the events of the 20th Century in Europe had a significant impact on migration – both during and post-war. 

Students will know that the British government had control over migration into Britain and used it to the advantage of the country.

Second Order Concepts 

Students will be introduced to the concept of significance and will use this concept to assess the significance of contributions made by migrant communities to Britain as we know it today. 

Students will use historical sources such as first hand accounts of migrants to make inferences about the lives of people from migrant communities in Britain. 
	Students will know that deprivation in the area of Whitechapel led to poor living conditions and crime.

Students will know that women were vulnerable to economic hardship due to their social status and that many were forced into prostitution in order to provide for themselves and their families. 

Students will be introduced to the concept of Anti-Semitism which is re-visited throughout the curriculum. 

Students will know that attitudes towards the police were largely negative as well as the difficulties policemen faced due to lack of equipment, training and organisation. 

Students will know the profiles of the victims of Jack the Ripper in order to understand the dangers faced by working-class and impoverished women in Victorian London.

Students will know the main suspects in the Jack the Ripper case in order to understand how Victorian police conducted investigations and the weaknesses of their sources. 

Second Order Concepts

Students use historical sources such as eye witness accounts and images published in newspapers to make inferences about the who Jack the Ripper may have been. 

Students take a deeper look at the provenance of sources and start to think about why a piece of evidence may have been more or less reliable.  

In addition to this, students start think about source utility in simple terms. 

	Pupils will know that World War One the long and short term causes of World War One are intrinsically linked.  

Students will understand and be able to explain how different factors such as Militarisation, Imperialism, Alliances and Assassination link together to cause the outbreak of war. 

Pupils will know the impact that war had.  For example in regards to new types of warfare, the role of women in Britain, the understandings of mental illness.  

Pupils will know that there was more than one reason that Germany lost World War 1 in order to evaluate the most important reason.

Second Order Concepts 

Students will be able to explain how multi factor causes had certain consequences.  

They will be able to link factors together to justify why one cause/consequence of the war was more important than others. 

	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)

	Societal change in Britain is a prominent theme in the Year 7 curriculum.  Students will know how British society changed over time as a result of social factors such as religion and revolt and economic factors such as trade. 
	 Students know that colonisation of the New World and capture of enslaved people for economic profit occurred in the Spanish Empire.  This was studied in Year 7, Unit 5. 

Additionally other examples of enslavement and resistance were also studied in this unit e.g the enslavement and resistance of the Cimarron people in Peru.

Students have an understanding of the concepts of Colonisation and Colonial Control that were introduced in Unit 1 of Year 8. 

Students know that the Slave Trade was one of the causes of the Industrial Revolution as slave traders could afford to build factories.  This was taught in Year 7 Unit 6.

	The conquest and impact (both positive and negative) of the Norman invasion of England was studied in Year 7 Unit 2. 

The expansion of and colonialization by the British Empire was studied previously in Year 8 Unit 1. 

The roots of racism were studied during the Transatlantic Slave Trade previously in Year 8 Unit 2. 
	Conditions in workhouses/ poverty in Victorian England are taught during source analysis in Year 7, Unit 1.
The Industrial Revolution and the development of a class system that led to huge levels of deprivation and poor living conditions in cities was studied during the Industrial Revolution in Year 7, Unit 6. 

Jewish migration during the 19th Century was met with a rise in Anti-Semitism. This was studied previously in Year 8, Unit 3. 
	Britain built an Empire across the World and by 1900 was the most powerful country in the World.  This is studied in Year 8 Unit 1.  
The impact that factors such as war have on migration and how World War One was a factor for certain migrants groups migrating to Britain.  This is studied in Year 8, Unit 3.

	Transferrable knowledge (skills)
	The British Empire established Britain as the most powerful country in the world so as to better understand the World War 1 and World War 2.

Importance of cause is dependent on the person viewing an event (why did Britain need an Empire?).

Changes can be perceived in different ways.

The ability to construct and effectively communicate reasoned and justified arguments – both written and oral. 


	Studying the Transatlantic Slave Trade ensures that students understand the roots of the racial discrimination that led to the Civil Rights Movement. 

The ability to construct and effectively communicate reasoned and justified arguments – both written and oral. 
 (What caused the abolition of slavery in 1807 and 1833?).

Understand that historically groups of people have been targeted and discriminated against due to their race (Links to the persecution of Jews during the Holocaust due to their race). 

Provides contextual knowledge for current affairs such as the Black Lives Matter movement.

Identification of links between different events, places and people
	The ability to construct and effectively communicate reasoned and justified arguments – both written and oral. 

Experiences of past events differ dependent on circumstance and the impact of an event can vary in terms of importance, nature and length of impact.

The causes of Jewish migration during the 19th century to European countries – links to the Holocaust and the rise of Zionism in the Palestinian region (both studied in Year 9).

The experience of Black British people in Britain in the 20th Century (links to Civil Rights Movement studied in Year 9).

Identification of links between different events, places and people
	That the Industrial Revolution led to extreme levels of deprivation in England that persist into the 20th Century.

Womens’ social and economic status in 19th Century. Links to the Suffrage movement studied in Year 9.

The ability to construct and effectively communicate reasoned and justified arguments – both written and oral. 

Identification of links between different events, places and people

	Experiences of past events differ dependent on circumstance and the impact of an event can vary in terms of importance, nature and length of impact.

How to consider an events long and short term causes and how to evaluate in terms of importance once they are linked.

To know that Germany was defeated during World War 1 due to bankruptcy not invasion. 

To know that Russia surrendered in World War 1 due to the Russian Revolution

To consider how and why interpretations are formed and can change over time.

Identification of links between different events, places and people

The ability to construct and effectively communicate reasoned and justified arguments – both written and oral.

 Why this topic is important 
Why this topic is important…

	Subject Knowledge
The topic builds on the idea that Britain was a powerful country in Europe and the growth of the Empire established Britain as a world power.

Students learn colonists are not indigenous to an area but many do not intend to return to their place of birth, this informs that American colonies choose to become independent from the Empire and therefore the Empire led to the creation of the United States.
Students learn that the colonies were seen as a way of creating wealth for Britain.

The topic allows students to understand why they live in a multi-cultural society and the root of some issues facing society today.

The topic is important to allow students to challenge their prior perceptions of the past and the Eurocentric view of the world through the consideration of the colonies

Disciplinary knowledge
This topic allows students to see the big picture of Empire across centuries. Students are able to see change and development of the empire overtime and understand chronology overtime.

Links to British Values
Rule of Law – Who chooses the laws in a country?
Respect and Tolerance – Understanding that people living in colonies could be seen as second class citizens
Liberty – Not every person is born free

	Subject Knowledge
The topic ensures that students learn about the roots of racism as this continues to be a significant issue facing today’s society.

This topic addresses the misconception that slavery began and ended with the Transatlantic Slave Trade. It introduces the topic of slavery and allows students to examine the similarities and differences between different examples throughout history. Students also learn that slavery continues, in the form of human trafficking. 

This topic allows students to understand the roots of America’s divisive history and the rise of white supremacy that is central to violence during the Civil Rights Movement and beyond.

Students learn how the rise and fall of the slave trade has impacted the economy of European and African countries differently. 

The topic is important to allow students to challenge their prior perceptions of the past and the Eurocentric view of the world through examining African history and the crimes committed against humanity by European powers.

Disciplinary Knowledge
This topic offers students the opportunity to develop chronological awareness.

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate tier 3 historical vocabulary.

This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance.
 
This topic adopts a ‘History from Below’ approach which allows students to examine the experiences and stories of key individuals to gain a deeper appreciation of the hardship inflicted on enslaved people.

This topic spans across time periods and thus allows students to see change overtime and make links to previous learning (British Empire and Industrial Revolution) to explain changes as well as gain an understanding for the intertwined natures of different historical events across the world. 
 

Links to British Values
Rule of Law – Why do laws change?
Respect and tolerance – Understanding that the slave trade was built on racist beliefs and that enslaved Africans and their descendants were viewed as property of their white masters.
Individual liberty – Not every person is born free. 
	Subject Knowledge
Students will learn that the history of Britain is influenced by events taking place elsewhere in the world, highlighting the interconnected nature of various countries’ histories.

This topic illustrates the roots of Britain’s modern multicultural society. 

This topic is important as students learn about the contributions made by different groups of migrants to Britain and see how Britain’s society and economy has changed irrevocably because of migration.

To learn that persecution and discrimination has forced groups of people to flee their homes seeking sanctuary.

This topic allows students to see that discrimination and xenophobia have and continue to be a feature of British society that needs to be addressed. 

Disciplinary Knowledge
This topic offers students the opportunity to develop chronological awareness. 

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate tier 3 historical vocabulary.

This topic is a thematic study that considers migration to Britain spanning from the Norman Conquest to the Windrush generation. This format allows for a focus on second order concepts – such as considering the significance of different groups of migrants’ contributions as well as similarities and differences between the groups (reasons for migrating etc.) and the causes and consequences of their migration to Britain.

This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance.

This topic allows students to read different interpretations for meaning and assess how the provenance of an interpretation impacts its content as well as assess the validity of different interpretations.

Links to British Values
Rule of Law – Has everyone been treated fairly under the law? Has the law protected everyone?
Respect and tolerance – Understanding and embracing new cultures that have been brought to Britain via migration. 
Democracy – Migration to Britain in search of freedom; equality for migrants under British law. 
Individual liberty- Protection against persecution for migrants and their freedoms.
	Subject Knowledge
The topic builds on students’ understanding of living conditions and the system of class that was caused by the Industrial Revolution.

The topic allows students to make links between poverty and the causes of crime.

This topic addresses the misogynistic misconceptions surrounding the victims of Jack the Ripper and instead highlights that they were victims of their circumstances. 

Disciplinary Knowledge

This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance.

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate tier 3 historical vocabulary.

This topic builds on students’ understanding of second-order concepts with students comparing the events of Jack the Ripper with the Yorkshire Ripper.

This topic allows students to read different interpretations for meaning and assess how the provenance of an interpretation impacts its content as well as assess the validity of different interpretations.

This topic encourages students to develop their investigative skills and read for meaning as well as weigh evidence with the aim of developing informed conclusions.

This topic encourages curiosity and a love of history within students.

Links to British Values
Rule of Law – How well were the residents of Whitechapel protected under the law? How has policing improved during the 20th Century?
Respect and tolerance –  Tackling prejudices against people of different classes and races.
Democracy – Understanding that during the 19th Century not everyone was eligible to vote.
Individual liberty – Peoples’ liberty was constrained by their economic and social status. 
	Subject Knowledge
The topic introduces the clear connection between countries across the World.

This topic connects the British Empire to the 20th Century and begins to explain how the USA becomes a super power throughout the 20th Century. It also introduces the issues facing Germany following World War 1 which allows the introduction of the desperation in of the 1920s in Germany and the rise of the Right Wing across Europe in response perceived Communist threat eventually leading to the Hitler taking control in Germany. 

The topic is important to allow students to challenge their prior perceptions of the past and the Eurocentric view of the world through the consideration of the colonial troops. As well as the importance of challenging view of warfare as a male only experience and the glorification of war and violence.

The topic is important to the developing nature of warfare to introduce the changes leading to World War 2.


Disciplinary Knowledge
This topic offers students the opportunity to develop chronological awareness. 

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate tier 3 historical vocabulary.

The topic allows for the development of causal thinking, being able to attribute and explain why one cause is superior to the rest. This is useful in allowing students to develop their opinions and historical judgements and arguments independently.

The topic allows students to consider that interpretations are written for a purpose and the content of the interpretations is dependent on the nature, origin, purpose and audience of the interpretation.

This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance.

Links to British Values
Rule of Law – Are all laws fair? (conscription)
Respect and Tolerance – Remembering and respecting the fallen. Understanding the Empire’s contribution to the war effort. 
Democracy – The impact of World War One on the view of women and the right to vote.
Liberty – Freedom of choice over going to war, propaganda and censorship
