Pupils will learn…

	The key features, arguments, methods of protest and groups that drove the Women’s Suffrage Movement in Britain in the early-20th century. 
	The key features of dictatorships in Russia, Italy and Germany during the early 20th century. 
	The events preceding, during and consequences of the Holocaust including an examination of its significance 
	The historical context of racial violence and racial segregation in 1950s and 1960s USA and how Civil Rights campaigners worked to challenge this narrative. 
	What constitutes a terrorist through an examination of various examples of terrorism from the 20th/21st Century with the aim of tackling misconceptions.
	That specific events function as turning points in history where in their consequences irrevocably change the trajectory of global history.

	Components
	Students will know what life was like for both working-class and middle-class women in the 19th and early 20th centuries, so they are able to understand why a campaigns and arguments for greater political equality emerges and develops in Britain across these two centuries. 

Students will know of the anti-suffrage arguments made by different members of society in the 19th and 20th centuries, in order to gain an appreciation for the challenge that women suffrage campaigners faced. 

Students will know of the different strategies of protest and campaigning utilized by the Suffragists and the Suffragettes, in order to examine analyse different interpretations that evaluate the effectiveness and impact of the different methods. 

Students will know of the roles key groups & institutions, individuals, and global events played in the achievement of the 1918 Representation of the people’s Act. 

Students will examine the limitations of the Representation of the People of 1918, as well as exploring the gender pay gap in the 21st century, so they are able to appreciate the changes and continuities in the campaign for greater gender equality, which still remains a current global issue.  

Second Order Concepts

Students will be able to produce multi causal arguments on the reasons why women were eventually given the vote. 

Students will be able to analyse the provenance of historical sources and will be able to explain why the source may offer a certain perspective. 



	Students will know the key features of a dictatorship so they can understand what life was like living under a dictatorship and the methods that dictators used to maintain control.

Students will know the key features of communism and fascism so they can understand why each ideology had/ has supporters and opponents, but also to give students an appreciation of where both the far-right and far-left extremist ideologies lie on the political spectrum and how they differ from ideas of liberalism. 
 
Students will know the reasons why Mussolini and Hitler were able to establish Fascist dictatorships in Italy and Germany so they can comprehend how socio-economic circumstances link to extreme political ideologies. 

Students will know they key features of life in a Fascist dictatorship so they gain an understanding of why both Hitler and Mussolini faced little opposition. 

Students will know about the key features of life during Stalin’s communist dictatorship, so they can appreciate the transformative impact rapid industrialization has on a country, including the human cost.  

Second Order Concepts

Students will be given criteria to assess the significance of different factors in allowing a dictator to gain control.

Students will be able to identify and offer an explanation for the differences in far right and far left ideologies and will be able to compare and contrast them to liberalism.    



	Pupils have a knowledge of what the Holocaust was in order to address any misconceptions about who was affected by the events 

The major stages in the evolution of Nazi anti-Jewish policy from persecution to mass murder so that students have a chronological understanding of the evolution of Nazi antisemitic policy as well as encouraging them to consider its human impact.

Students will then understand the range of responses to the Holocaust by looking the importance of choices made by ordinary people, whether perpetrators, bystanders, rescuers or others ways in which Jews resisted the Holocaust. This will allow students to explore the complex factors which facilitated the Holocaust by looking at the actions of a wide range of people who in very different ways were confronted with moral choices during the Nazi era.

Finally, students will understand the story to the end of the war and, by implication, beyond. This is to remind pupils that, although the Holocaust ended in 1945, its human impact did not. It does so by focusing on the challenges faced after liberation.


Second Order Concepts

Understanding of the causes and consequences of a major historical event, with assessment of their relative importance.
 
Understanding of how and why the past has been interpreted in different ways, and will be able to draw on their own historical knowledge to support their explanations.   
	Students will understand why extreme ideas about race existed in America in the 1950s and will know how black Americans were persecuted at this time. 

Students will understand how black Americans were denied access to numerous aspects of society.  
Students will gain an understanding of the role that key individuals such as Emmett Till, Rosa Parks and Martin Luther King Jr. played in the Civil Rights movement. 

Students will evaluate how far Civil Rights were achieved through the passing of the 1964 and 1968 Civil Rights Act and 1965 Voting Rights Act. 

Students will know why the Black Lives Matters campaign group exists today and how this relates to the Civil Rights Movement of the 60s.  

Second Order Concepts

Students will be able analyse significant photographs from the movement to assess their utility for learning about key moments in the protest movement. 

Students will assess the similarity and differences between the Civil Rights Movement and the Black Lives Matter Movement. 
	Students will know what is meant by the term Islamaphobia and the reasons for its existence.

Students will know what radicalisation is and what techniques are used to radicalize individuals. 

Students will know what factors lead to someone’s decision to carry out an act of terror.

Students will know what role oppression and persecution play in a person/groups decision to carry out acts of terror.
 
Students will know the difference between Acts of Terror and violence carried out by an individual with mental health problems. 

Students will know the events of several short case studies including the Suffragettes, IRA, Israeli-Palestinian Conflict, 9/11, 2011 Norway Attacks.
	Students will know what is meant by the term of ‘turning point’ in history as well as relative concept of ‘significance’.

Students will know about the significance of the Wall Street Crash as a leading cause in the rise of Nazism due to the creation of desperate circumstances.  

Pupils will know that the development of nuclear weapons has irrevocably changed the nature of modern warfare due to their catastrophic consequences.

Students will know the contributions made towards the Indian Independence movement by Mahatma Gandhi, focusing on the significance of the Salt March and the use of civil disobedience to achieve independence. 

Students will know the significance of John F. Kennedy’s assassination in 1963 and its impact on the advancement of civil rights in America.

Students will know about the significance of Apollo 11 mission and the moon landing in 1969- with a specific focus on the advancements in science and technology by the 20th century. 

Understanding of the significance of the fall of the Berlin Wall in 1989 and its symbolism as an end of the Cold War. 

Students will know about the significance of Nelson Mandela becoming the president of South Africa in 1994, after years of imprisonment and suffering under apartheid.



	What pupils should already know

	Pupils should be aware of the rise of fascism and dictatorships in Germany (Y9 Rise of Dictatorships).

Anti- Semitism was introduced and examined in (Y8 Migration through Time & Y9 Rise of Dictatorships). 
	Students will know about the existence of ideologies based on ideas of racial superiority from studying the Transatlantic Slave Trade and the British Empire in Year 8.  

Students will have a good understanding of persecution of minority groups from studying the Holocaust in Unit 3, Year 9. 


	The actions of the Suffragettes are covered in Y9 HT2.

Themes of oppression and persecution links back to Y8 HT6 and  US Civil Rights Movement (POS 2020-21) and Y9 Rise of Dictatorships &  Holocaust.
	This unit will also draw on students conceptual of historical significance introduced in Y7 HT1 and built upon during Y7 HT6 and Y8 HT4.

The British Empire and the Amritsar Massacre were studied in Y8.

The Transatlantic Slave Trade and the development and popularisation of racist attitudes is studied in Y8.

The First World War and the nature of global alliances is studied in Year 8. 

The concept of civil disobedience as a form of protest is studied during the Civil Rights Movement in Year 9 (starting beginning of 2022 academic year). 

The concept of communism was covered in Rise of Dictators previously in Year 9.

An understanding of how and why the past has been interpreted in different ways, and the ability to assess the validity of these differing interpretations. 

Understanding of the causes and consequences of a major historical event, with assessment of their relative importance.

How to consider an events long and short term causes and how to evaluate in terms of importance once they are linked.

	The Wall Street Crash provides contextual knowledge for the increasing popularity of Nazism in Germany that is studied as part of the Edexcel GCSE History specification.

Chronological awareness of the major historical events during the 20th Century that have shaped the modern world.  

The ability to construct and effectively communicate reasoned and justified arguments.

To be able to evaluate the significance of different events as well as differentiate between causes and consequences. 

An understanding of how and why the past has been interpreted in different ways, and the ability to assess the validity of these differing interpretations. 

An understanding the significant improvements were made to science and technology in the 20th Century. This links to developments in medical treatments in the 20th Century studied during Medicine Through Time as part of the GCSE Edexcel curriculum.

 Why this topic is important 
Why this topic is important…

	Subject Knowledge:
The Women’s Suffrage movement represents an important challenge for Britain and the wider world between 1901 to the present day. 

The topic addresses the social, economic and political inequalities based on gender, faced by women across the 19th and 20th centuries. This gives students a historical context to issues of gender inequality still faced by many women in different countries around the world today. 

The topic builds and develops students understanding of the key thematic concept of protest and its different forms. 

The Representation of the People’s Act of 1918 and 1928 is an important turning points in the history of British democracy, and allows students to make an assessment of the success and limitation of the laws in expanding the political electorate. 
  
Disciplinary Knowledge:

This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance.

This topic allows students to read different interpretations for meaning and assess how the provenance of an interpretation impacts its content as well as assess the validity of different interpretations.

This topic allows students to develop their understanding of second order concepts such as change and continuity. 

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate historical vocabulary.

Links to British values:

Democracy – Students develop a greater understanding of democratic electorate systems and voting qualifications and their change over time.  

Rule of Law – this topic explores methods of protest, outside the rule of law. In addition, it gives students the opportunity to examine the consequences of Suffragette actions, when the law was broken.  


	Subject Knowledge:
The topic starts by exploring the impact of WWI and the Treaty of Versailles, which is fundamental to understanding in helping students understand life in Germany and Italy in the interwar years and the contribution it made to the rise of Fascism and the outbreak of WWII. 

The topic is important as it highlights the dangers of extreme political ideologies, and the devastating impact they can have in terms of persecution of peoples, helping students understand the need to challenge far-left and far-right ideas in the modern world. 

Disciplinary Knowledge:

This topic allows students to develop their understanding of second order concepts such as similarities and differences.

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate historical vocabulary.

This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance.

This topic allows students to read different interpretations for meaning and assess how the provenance of an interpretation impacts its content as well as assess the validity of different interpretations.

Links to British values:

Democracy – develops greater respect for democracy, by examining different political and electoral systems.  It also allows students to examine the strengths and weaknesses of democracy. 

Liberty – develops greater respect for individual liberty, by examining the lack of freedom and liberty which is often a key feature of dictatorships. 

Rule of Law – this topic explores what happens when the rule of law is abused by authoritarian leaders to acquire and maintain complete power. 

Respect and Tolerance – develops greater understanding around the need for respect and tolerance in society, by exploring the persecution of minorities under dictatorships. 








	Subject Knowledge:
The Holocaust was a defining event in human history whose legacies continue to shape the modern world. For the first – and so far only – time, a state and its collaborators attempted to murder an entire people, using all of the resources at their disposal. The results fundamentally changed the fabric of European society and culture and had global reverberations. Any attempt to properly study the history of Britain, Europe and the wider world must therefore include the Holocaust, a view reflected in the fact that it is the only specific historical event whose study is a statutory requirement of the History National Curriculum for England. 


Disciplinary Knowledge:

Pupils will develop a deeper uunderstanding of the causes and consequences of a major historical event, with assessment of their relative importance.

This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance. 

Link to British Values:
The Holocaust brought the destruction both of millions of individual human beings and of communities and cultures which had existed in Europe for centuries. Study of their fate – and their lives before they were victims – therefore helps to ensure that they are not forgotten and serves to demonstrate to students the richness and diversity of European societies before the Second World War.  

	Subject Knowledge:
In order to develop students’ knowledge of the wider world, students will follow thematically on from the slavery topic into the civil rights movement and beyond. It also ensures that students are not studying a white -dominated view of History. This will also allow students to develop their knowledge of the nature of protest and changes to civil liberties, as well as a continuing focus on the legacy of slavery today. 

Disciplinary Knowledge:
Students will develop their skills of source and interpretations analysis.

Link to British values and citizenship:
Students will gain an understanding of the precious liberties enjoyed by the citizens of the United Kingdom.
Students will develop their knowledge of human rights and international law.

Links to British values:


Tolerance and respect – by exploring examples of racism students gain an understanding of what can happen when there is an absence of tolerance and respect. 

Individual liberty – This topic examines what happens when racisms threaten people’s rights and how protest is a powerful tool in protecting Individual liberty. 
	Subject knowledge:
This topic addresses common misconceptions about what is meant by the term terrorism, who constitutes a terrorist and what constitutes an act of terrorism through a series of different case studies.

This topic addresses prejudices that have developed as a result of extremism with the aim of ensuring students have a comprehensive understanding of the nuances of this sensitive topic.

This topic is important as it highlights the process of extremism, which is educational as well as cautionary for young people living in a modern and ‘online’ society.

This topic is important for educating students about the nature of threats the modern world faces.

Disciplinary knowledge:
This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance.

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate historical vocabulary.

This topic allows students to develop their understanding of second order concepts such as the causes and consequences of terrorist acts, with assessment of their relative importance.

This topic allows students to develop their understanding of second order concepts such as similarities and differences.

This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance.

This topic allows students to read different interpretations for meaning and assess how the provenance of an interpretation impacts its content as well as assess the validity of different interpretations.

Links to British values:
Rule of law- Is anyone above the law?
How does the law protect its’ citizens?
Why is the law not always followed? 

Tolerance and respect – The importance of respecting other peoples’ religion, values, culture and political opinions through an examination the devastation caused by acts of terrorism. 

Democracy – Terrorism threatens the fabric of a democratic state. This topic highlights the importance of democracy and abiding by the laws of a democratic state in order to ensure freedom and equality.

Individual liberty – This topic examines how acts of terrorism threaten peoples’ rights as well as how government try to protect these. 
	Subject knowledge:
This topic introduces a range of significant events, broadening students’ knowledge of modern history and highlighting the interconnected nature of historical events globally.

The topic is important to allow students to challenge their prior perceptions of the past and the Eurocentric view of the world through the consideration of events in South Africa, India and America.

This topic allows students to delve into case studies of oppression, persecution and ultimately democratic advancement.

This topic allows students to understand the significance of key historical figures such as Mahatma Ghandi and Nelson Mandela and their influence in key historical events.

Disciplinary knowledge:
This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance.

This topic allows students to develop their understanding and deployment of appropriate historical vocabulary.

This topic allows students to develop their understanding of second order concepts such as the causes and consequences of major historical events in the 20th century, with assessment of their relative importance

This topic allows students to develop critical evaluation skills of different types of historical sources; considering what can be learnt from a source as well as their limitations, focusing on provenance.

This topic allows students to read different interpretations for meaning and assess how the provenance of an interpretation impacts its content as well as assess the validity of different interpretations.

Links to British Values:
Rule of Law – Are all laws fair? (Apartheid) Should countries make their own laws? (Indian Independence Movement)

Tolerance and respect – The importance of respecting people regardless of their values, nationality, political beliefs or race through the examination of case studies where tolerance and respect have not granted.

Democracy – Several case studies in this topic examine how democracy has been achieved and why it is important (Indian Independence movement, the end of Apartheid, development of civil rights following the assassination of JFK and the Fall of the Berlin Wall 1989).
We also consider the challenges democracy has faced as a result of events such as the Wall Street Crash.

Individual Liberty – The right to freedom and release from colonial and racist oppression.
