Why this topic is important…

	This topic enables students to use ‘avoir’ and ‘être’ to describe themselves and other people both in physical appearance and personality. 
This topic introduces students to a variety of complex structures (conditional tense, perfect tense and the superlative).
This topic enables students to develop confidence in speaking from memory. 
This topic enables students to accurately use a variety of different adjectives. 

	This topic enables students to use and independently produce language to describe travel plans in a variety of tenses. 
This topic enables students to use ‘aller’ in the first, second and third person. 
This topic enables students to form the near future tense in the first, second and third person. 
This topic enables students to use and independently produce weather phrases using structures with ‘faire’. 
Students learn about French as a global language through discussion of francophone countries and culture. 
	This topic enables students to extend responses with more complex language and structures with a wider range of adjectives and more accuracy.
This topic allows students to consolidate their understanding of ER verbs with singular pronouns and allows them to use a range of verbs in a different context.
This topic enables students to practise the comparative and the superlative again in a different context.
This topic enables students to link media with free time activities and with family and friends.
Students learn about how to use DE correctly with key expressions so that their spoken and written French is accurate.
	 This enables students to extend their responses by using adverbs of sequencing. 
 
The topic enables students to show an understanding of a range of cultures/celebrations and to give opinions on them.

	This section builds on prior knowledge of school (subjects and opinions etc) and builds on cultural knowledge of French schools.

The topic builds on a range of vocab relating to schools and allows students to express their opinion on rules therefore deepening their understanding of the French school system.

Students learn how to further master modal verbs building on the use of pouvoir to include devoir and falloir. (Set phrases)
	This section of the scheme gives students the opportunity to merge prior knowledge elements of shopping in a structured role play. This mimics KS4 practice.
Students have the opportunity to rehearse correct pronunciation and received feedback from peers.
Students can explore idiomatic phrases such as Quel dommage!
	This section provides students with a chance to combine cultural knowledge, items of food and drink and the use of the conditional tense.  
 
Students will simulate the experience of ordering in a restaurant using transactional vocab.
