Why this topic is important…

	Revisits important topic of school which features frequently on exam papers.
Imperative forms and modal verbs are key essential components of grammar as they are transferable across all topics. 
Describing items of clothing and related adjectives are useful and transferable. 
	 This topic builds confidence  in speaking and preparing for a wide range of possible social contexts for the role play part of the exam. 

The knowledge and skills in this module are transferable to a wide range of social context scenarios. 

	 This topic is of importance here as it will support students tthrough their options process and enable them to look at the pros and cons of different jobs and link them to their own personal skills. 
The topic will be use to secure the learning of the future tense.
	 It is important as it lends itself well to giving extended answers. It is a topic that is highly relevant to students and their personal interests and  a topic that is an important part of their everyday lives. 
This topic will be used for practising high frequency irregular past participles of verbs. 
This topic enables students to compare their use of technology over time. 
It is a key topic on which  future learning can build.

	This topic allows students to discuss a wide range of relevant social and health issues. 
This topic enables students to combine and consolidate their understand of different tenses. 
This topic allows students to produce extended opinions across tenses. 
This topic allows students to use obligation phrases to express what one could/should do.
	 This topic lends itself to multi tense work – past and present comparisons; present and future comparisons. 
It lends itself well to expressing personal opinions but also 3rd person plural verbs and giving opinions from different points of view to show impact. 
It also enables focussed use of the common modal verb – Pouvoir
