	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	The content and assessment structure of the Eduqas Music GCSE course.

To develop their understanding of dynamics, rhythm and metre, structure, sonority, melody, instrumentation, texture, tonality, tempo and harmony (DR SMITH)
	To develop an understanding of music from the Western Classical Tradition. 

To develop their understanding of Baroque music and the use of melodic ideas (motifs).
	To develop an understanding of the harmony, structures, instrumentation and technology used in popular music

To develop their understanding of Rock music, including guitar writing and text setting.
	To develop an understanding of different ensembles and how they are used in different musical styles and contexts. 

To develop their understanding of a number of musical styles (chamber music, blues, jazz, musical theatre, reggae, bhangra and fusion)
	To develop an understanding of Film music, and how the musical elements can be used to convey a mood or emotion or reflect what is happening on screen.
	To compose music to a brief set by Eduqas and notate this through a score or annotated screenshot.

	Components



	Students develop their musical vocabulary relating to the musical elements (DR SMITH). This means they are then able to apply these terms to correctly describing a piece of music or song.
Students learn to identify the musical features of different pieces of music using their knowledge of the musical elements. This means that they can analyse and describe unfamiliar music with more detail.
Students develop their notation reading skills through performance activities so that they can understand the signs and symbols used in standard notation and apply this to other pieces of music.
Students develop their composition skills in harmony, melody and structure. Composing using this musical vocabulary demonstrates student’s understanding and allows them to create more complex music.


	Students develop their musical vocabulary relating to the musical elements (DR SMITH). This means they are then able to apply these terms to correctly describing a piece of music or song.
Students develop their score reading skills so they can understand the signs and symbols used in standard notation and apply this to other pieces of music.
Students learn to identify the stylistic features of Baroque, Classical and Romantic music and understand the similarities and differences between these styles.
Students develop their contextual understanding of Baroque, Classical and Romantic music so that they can understand how music from the Western Classical Tradition has developed throughout each era.
Students begin to understand functional harmony, which will allow them to compose music of a greater quality
Students begin to understand how simple melodic ideas (motifs) can be developed into an entire piece of music; something which they can apply to future composition work
Students learn basic structures such as binary, ternary and rondo form, which teaches them how musical contrast is achieved in a piece of music; something which they can apply to future composition work
Students develop their skills in comparing the stylistic features of different pieces of music.


	Students develop their musical vocabulary relating to the musical elements (DR SMITH). This means they are then able to apply these terms to correctly describing a piece of music or song.
Students learn to identify the stylistic features of Pop, Rock, Rock ‘n’ Roll and Hip-hop, and understand the similarities and differences between these styles.
Students develop an understanding of the history of popular music so that they can understand how popular music has developed from the 1950s to the present day.
Students develop an understanding of the use of technology, looped chord sequences and text setting in popular music, which they can apply to future performing and composition work
Students learn how basic verse-chorus structures are used in popular music, which teaches them how musical contrast is achieved when sections of a song are repeated, which they can apply to future composition work.
Students learn more complex harmony including inversions and extensions of chords, which they can apply to future performing and composition work.
Students develop their skills in comparing the stylistic features of different pieces of music.



	Students develop their musical vocabulary relating to the musical elements (DR SMITH). This means they are then able to apply these terms to correctly describing a piece of music or song.
Students develop an understanding of different ensembles and the role of each instrument in these ensembles
Students learn to identify the stylistic features of chamber music, blues, jazz, musical theatre, reggae and bhangra understand the similarities and differences between these styles.
Students develop their understanding of a fusion so that they can begin to understand how stylistic features of music from different cultures can be combined in a single piece of music.

Students build upon their understanding of harmony by learning more complex Jazz harmony. This teaches students how different chords can be used in a piece of music to make it more interesting or provide contrast.

Students develop their skills in comparing the stylistic features of different pieces of music.

	Students develop their musical vocabulary relating to the musical elements (DR SMITH). This means they are then able to apply these terms to correctly describing a piece of music or song.
Students develop an understanding of the development of modern-day film music from the music of Romantic composers such as Wagner, and how leitmotifs can be used to represent character, setting or ideas in a film.
Students develop their understanding of the stylistic features of film music, and how the elements of music can be used to convey a mood or emotion, or to reflect what is happening in the film; something they can apply when writing their own compositions or answering 10-mark extended answer exam questions.
Students build upon their understanding of harmony and tonality by learning about atonality, dissonance and chromatic harmony.
Students develop their skills in comparing the stylistic features of different pieces of music.


	Students learn to create a chord progression which is appropriate for their chosen brief so that they can demonstrate functional harmony appropriate to the style.

Students learn to create a melody which is appropriate to the brief and works harmonically with their chord progression, so that they can create a melody which is appropriate to the style.

Students continue to develop their understanding of stylistic features so they can compose in a particular style.

Students learn to apply musical elements appropriately so they can compose a functional and stylistic piece of music or song.

Students develop their understanding of development and contrast so they can build upon their initial ideas into a coherent piece of music. 

Students develop their understanding of music technology so that they are able to record their composition using a DAW.


	What pupils should already know
(prior learning components)


	Throughout KS3, students cover core knowledge of many of the musical elements such as dynamics, rhythm, structure melody, Instrumentation and tempo

Students have some knowledge of dynamic markings, note lengths, metre, simple structures (AB, ABA, ABACA etc.), instrumentation and tempo, and have completed listening tasks requiring them to identify these features in pieces of music. 

Students will be able to read basic standard notation (note values and pitch) and ukulele tablature/chord boxes as they have used these in practical activities throughout KS3.
Some students will have instrumental lessons and will have knowledge of music theory. Some of these students will be able to read standard notation.

Students have developed basic keyboard, ukulele and composition skills which will help them to access the practical components of this unit. 

Students have a good knowledge of how to sequence and record and musical ideas on Cubase through using this software in KS3.

	Students will have a good understanding of the elements of music (DR SMITH) from the previous half term, as well as the relevant key vocabulary 

All students will understand how to read and perform using basic standard notation.

Students have developed basic keyboard, ukulele and composition skills which will help them to access the practical components of this unit. 

	Students will have a good understanding of the elements of music (DR SMITH) and can apply this knowledge when analysing unfamiliar music.

Students will have a good understanding of functional harmony from previous units.

Students have a good understanding of structure in music from the Western Classical Tradition.

Students have some understanding of the use of technology in recording music, through their experience using this in previous units.

Students have developed keyboard, ukulele and composition skills which will help them to access the practical components of this unit. 

	Students will have a good understanding of the elements of music (DR SMITH) and can apply this knowledge when analysing unfamiliar music.

Students will have a good understanding of functional harmony from previous units, as well as an understanding of chord extensions and inversions.

Students will have a basic understanding of the stylistic features of reggae and blues from year 9.

Students will have a good understanding of the stylistic features of music from the western classical tradition from previous units.

Students have developed keyboard, ukulele and composition skills which will help them to access the practical components of this unit. 

	Students will have a good understanding of the elements of music (DR SMITH) and can apply this knowledge when analysing unfamiliar music.

Student will have a basic understanding of the historical context of film music and some stylistic features of film music from units in year 9.

Students will have a good understanding of the stylistic features of Romantic music from previous units.

Students have developed keyboard, ukulele and composition skills which will help them to access the practical components of this unit. 




	Students will have developed a basic understanding of composing music in KS3 and all students will have experience of using GarageBand to create dance music. 

In previous units, students will complete a range of tasks based on each area of study or set work. They compose melodies, create chord progressions, piano accompaniment patterns, learning to create contrast, compose to given structures etc.

	Notes

Why this topic is important…

	This topic is important for students to develop their musical vocabulary through composing, performing and analysing a range of music. 
This gives students a foundation of key musical knowledge and vocabulary which is crucial for them to be able to analyse musical styles in subsequent units. Students can then apply new vocabulary to all future learning in music, including their set works, performance and composition work.
	This topic is important for students as it introduces them to the key eras of music from the Western Classical Tradition. This allows students to understand how music has developed from 1600-1900 and to analyse the stylistic features of music from these eras. Students can apply this historical and stylistic knowledge to future learning in music, including their performance and composition work.
	This topic is important as it introduces students to some of the key styles and genres found in popular music, and allows them to understand the development of popular music from the 1950s to the present day. This topic introduces students to the stylistic features of these genres so that they can evaluate the similarities and differences between them. This topic teaches students how to write for vocals and guitar and the use of technology in modern composing, which will be crucial for them to succeed in writing and recording their own music. 
	This topic is important as it introduces students to styles of music from other cultures. This allows students to understand the stylistic features of this music and how these features can be combined to create a fusion. Students will also understand how different ensembles are created from different combinations of instruments. Students will learn the role of each instrument in an ensemble, improving their awareness when performing with others. 
	This topic is important for students at it teaches students how the musical elements can be used to create a specific mood or emotion. Students will begin understand how a musical idea can be used to represent a character, setting or object, and how this musical idea can be developed to reflect what is happening in a film. 
	This is important because students have to compose to a set brief. This gives them some creative freedom, but ensures they learn how to compose appropriately for a particular character, mood or style.
It gives students experience in composing a piece of music or song in a similar way to how it would be composed and notated in the industry.
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
