	To introduce how sociologists conduct and gather research through a variety of research methods.

	Components



	· Students will learn the key purpose of sociology so they can understand different segments of society to enable them to evaluate the impact of these on everyday life.

· Students understand the Marxist, Feminist, Functionalist and Interactionalist views to enable them to compare the different ideas.

· Students understand what socialisation is and how this is achieved through the family and education. 

· Students understand how a person is socialised impacts factors such as education and crime.

· Students will learn what norms and values are to help understand how the family and education implements these and the impact shared norms and values have on society.
	· Students will learn the function of the family so they can evaluate the importance of it on society. 

· Students acknowledge the family diversity in the UK to help understand that people have varied upbringings. 

· Students understand the traditional gender roles within the family, how they have changed and the positive and negative impacts on individuals. 

· Students understand how the family has changed over time through expectations and divorce laws. 

· Students understand the Functionalist, Marxist, Feminist, New Right and Interactionalist ideas of the family and evaluate these against one another. 
	· Students will learn the function of education so they can evaluate the role of education in society.

· Students analyse and evaluate debates such as the effect of gender, ethnicity and social class on attainment. 

· Students will learn the different types of education available.

· Students will learn the role of education on wider society through the evaluation of functionalism, Marxism and feminism.

· Examine the relationship between education and capitalism.

· Students will examine the processes which occur in schools and the impact these have on students. 

· Students will understand the impact of subcultures on achievement.
	· Students will learn the usefulness of different types of data. 

· Students will learn the methods of research. 

· Students will understand the sampling processes. 

· Students will learn the practical issues affecting research. 

· Students will learn the ethical issues affecting research.

Understanding of norms and values shared through the family which will link to the influence on education and criminal activity.

Applying sociological theories of why family is important to society and an individual. 

	Describing and comparing sociological views of to understand the function of education on individuals and society as a whole. 

Understanding the processes shared through education which will link to the influence on crime. 

Understanding the correlation between educational attainment and family life or upbringing. 

Applying educational attainment based on ethnicity and social class with the likelihood of committing crime. 
	Describing and evaluating different types of research methods which will link to other modules in the exam. 

Understanding the processes research goes through and the pros and cons of these to enable evaluation of these methods for research into the family, education and crime.

	Assessment activities



	Two 12-mark essays evaluating sociological theories and defining key terms to assess understanding of the course content. This is to be completed towards the end of the module.

15-mark essay examining the role of women in the family to be completed on week 12.
60-minute single unit exam style paper to assess understanding and application of the family module. This is to be completed at the end of the module. 
	15-mark essay evaluating how education functions for society. To be completed at the end of the module. 
	12-mark research methods exam question. 
Students to complete a mock exam containing both family and education in the hall in exam conditions.

	Notes

Why this topic is important…

	Students have the opportunity to examine Marxism, Feminism, Interactionalism and Functionalism for the first time whilst also building up an understanding of key terms essential for accessing the family, education, social stratification and crime and deviance modules. 
	Students will first build up an understanding of foundation knowledge of how families are formed through different influencers within life. They will then expand on this knowledge by examining how the family can change depending on culture and location. Students will have to critically analyse what the “normal” family is and how important this is within our own society. 
They will then be asked to focus further into our own society determining how it has changed through time. Students will have to critically analyse how different people within the family have different experiences and how family life may not be universal.
This will help students with their education and crime and deviance modules as it will allow them to understand how the family influences their decisions.

	Students will once again build up a foundation of knowledge about how schools work and the different formats that schools can take. This knowledge is key to access the rest of the topic. Students will once again utilise key concepts such as Marxism, Feminism, Interactionism and Functionalism to assess what the purpose of education is and how this can be different to different people.

Students will utilise their critical analysis skills to compare and contrast the effect of factors such as ethnicity, gender and social class on an individuals’ ability to succeed in education. Students are encouraged to link their own experiences in education to what they are seeing in sociological theory making the content more accessible and relatable. 

This module will help students to identify educational factors which impact a persons’ likelihood to commit crime in the following year. It will allow them to identify patterns in educational attainment with the family, while helping with future learning in the social stratification module about why social status is impacted by education. 
	Students will understand the processes of research to enable them to evaluate the types of research and the effectiveness of it for different topics. This knowledge will allow them to access the crime and deviance module as they will have a clear understanding of the research methods used to understand crime rates and why these may be inaccurate.
