	Components



	· Students will learn the sociological theories of stratification so they can evaluate whether the structure of society is fair on all individuals. 

· Students learn the different forms of social control so they can apply this into the crime and deviance unit.  

· Students will learn how factors such as gender, ethnicity, age, disability and sexuality impact equality. 

· Students will learn which factors will influence their life chances and power so they understand that power is a social issue and the reasons for this. 
	· Students will learn the social construction of concepts of crime and deviance. 

· Students will learn agencies of social control so they can apply these into the extend answers. 

· Students will apply sociological theories to explanations of crime. 

· Students will evaluate crime statistics and the patterns of crime.

Applying sociological theories to explain why a person’s social status is the way it is, which will allow them to evaluate their lives and others’. 
	Describing and comparing sociological views of crime to understand why people commit crime.  This will help students to make links between all previous modules and why people commit crime.
Evaluating sociological theories through essay writing will improve overall exam skill. 

Links to ethnicity, gender, age, family and education through the crime module will help broaden students’ understanding of the key factors and key terms.

Why this topic is important…

	Students have the opportunity to examine Marxism, Feminism, Interactionalism and Functionalism to further depend their understanding of the key theories. 

Students will be able to critically analyse whether society is equal and whether this influences factors such as the family and education. 

This will help students with their crime and deviance module as it will allow them to understand how social stratification influences crime. 

Students will be able to bring in own personal life experience during this unit as they will be considering their own life chances and their future.  
	Students have previously used skills of comparison and analysis in the education topic at end of year 10. These skills can therefore allow students to access similar tasks in this subject more efficiently (comparing patterns dependant on age, gender, social class and ethnicity as seen in education).
By this point in the course students will have examined both Family and Education using Marxism, Feminism, Functionalism and Interactionism. When asked to do this in the crime topic these concepts should be second nature due to amount they have been used in year 10. This will allow students to be more critical and engage with higher level questions easier.
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
