	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	Pupils will learn about the development of the democratic system used within the United Kingdom, with a focus on developing their understanding of the features of Parliament as well as the historic roots of British democracy.  
	Pupils will learn how power is distributed amongst devolved legislatures as well as the role of law and order in maintaining an ordered and democratic society. They will also be given an introduction into personal finance. 
	Pupils will learn about different democratic and non-democratic voting systems as well as exploring the roles citizen can take in actively influencing decisions made at a local, national and global scale. 
	Pupils will learn about the separation of powers amongst the three branches of state, and the roles each branch have in British democracy, as well as external institutions that play a role in safeguarding democracy.
	Pupils will learn about different types of government on an international and global stage, Britain’s position in this and be given more in-depth exploration into personal finance.

	Components



	· Students will know the features of Westminster Parliament (including Government, House of Commons and House of Lords) in order to understand the system of democratic government in the United Kingdom. 

· Students will know how legislation is passed through, and scrutinised, by Parliament as so to develop their understanding of how Britain is governed.

· Students will know the term ‘Constitutional Monarchy’ as it relates to British democracy and the powers held by the monarch, this is with the purpose of deepening their understanding of the British democratic system. 

· Students will know the development of the British parliament into its modern structure, as so to appreciate the historic precedent for democracy within the United Kingdom. 

·  Students will know how the franchise has evolved over the course of the 19th and 20th century in order to emphasise the significance of suffrage and encourage future participation. 

· Students will know local and national charities and how they contribute to their local communities in order to develop an interest in participation, and commitment to, volunteering. 
	· Students will know the importance and practice of budgeting in order to enable them to make sound financial decisions and plan for future financial needs. 

· Students will know the role of police officers and police community officers in maintaining law and order as so to understand how laws are enforced.

· Students will know how the British court systems function in order to understand how justice is ensured and how the British values of rule of law and individual liberty are protected.

· Students will know how and why power has been dissolved from British parliament to other legislatures (Northern Ireland National Assembly, Scottish Parliament, Welsh National Assembly), in order to develop and evaluate various viewpoints on the issue of devolution. 

· Students will know about the events and outcome of the Scottish independence referendum in order to develop their understanding of ongoing political issues and engage with current debates. 

· Students will know the different major political parties that exist within Britain and understand their political beliefs, in order to develop their interest in participation with British democracy. 
	· Pupils will know what a general election is and their key feature, in order to understand parliamentary democracy in the UK. 

· Pupils will explore the role of pressure groups and the role of the Youth parliament in influencing legislation. 

· Pupils will learn what a dictatorship is, in order to be able, appreciate that there are non-democratic systems of government beyond the United Kingdom. 

· Pupils will know the differences between the bilateral political systems in the UK and the USA, in order to explore a democratic electoral system beyond the United Kingdom. 

· Pupils will explore what active citizenship is and explore different examples about how they can be active citizens in their local, national and global communities, in order to motivate students to feel inspired to make a difference in society.  
	· Pupils will understand the concept of accountability, including the role of parliament, the press and civilian action as watchdogs of democracy, this is in order for students to deepen their understanding of the elements of effective democracy. 

· Pupils will understand the dangers of press ownership and the influence of fake news within British society, in order to develop their critical-thinking skills and make an informed judgement about whether the British Press is performing their democratic role as the fourth estate. 

· Pupils will know how public money is collected through taxes, different types of tax and how this is then spent by the government, with the purpose of preparing pupils to take their place in society as responsible citizens and manage their money well.

· Pupils will know that a key feature of modern democracies is the separation of powers amongst the executive, legislature and judicial branches of state. This is with the purpose of deepen students understanding of how democracy requires the existence of checks and balances to function effectively. 
	· Pupils will know the structure of local government, and understand the role of local councils play in local communities, in order to be able to comparisons between governance at national and international levels. 
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· Pupils will gain an overview of the European Union, its structure and its function, to gain a deeper understanding of Britain’s changing relationship with the international group. 

· Pupils will know what the Commonwealth, in order to be able to engage in current debates and controversy surrounding the body. 

· Pupils will know what the United Nations is and its function, in order to develop a deeper understanding of international governance and how the help to uphold international law. 

· Human Rights their history including the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, in order to explore how they have been upheld and violated. 

· Pupils will explore the concepts of income and expenditure, credit and debt, insurance, and savings and pensions in order to improve students’ understanding of personal finance to prepare them to be able to manage their money well and make sound financial decisions.
