	Topic overview

Pupils will learn…

	Students will learn and develop the understanding of what risk is, a variety of different risks they may face and how these types of risks can affect themselves and others physically, socially and psychologically. 




	Students will learn and develop the understanding of anti-social behaviours and the laws surrounding criminal activity within the community, the justice system and how it differs between adults and children. 

Students will learn how to recognise signs of being coerced into gangs, the risks associated with being affiliated to gangs and the laws surrounding different gang related criminal activity. 

	Students will develop existing knowledge of the different risks online 

Students will learn about the risks of seeing, sharing and the distribution of harmful content on different online platforms.

Students will learn about the laws surrounding this and where to seek help and advice should they need it for themselves or others. 

	Students will further develop existing knowledge. 

Students will learn about the risks of joining organised gangs, knife crime and being groomed into county lines.

Students will develop their knowledge of the laws surrounding these and how best to protect themselves. 

	Components



	In this unit students will learn:
· What is meant by the term RISK
· Road safety and the risks 
· Online safety and the different risks online (brief overview of sending & receiving nude images and social media)
· The risk of alcohol consumption
· The risk of drug use
· The risks associated with smoking 

So that they can understand and identify a number of different risks in order to minimise and reduce the chances of accidents, illness or disease due to the use of different substances and being manipulated online. 

This includes recognising dangers and behaviours linked to substance abuse and knowing how to seek help and advise for themselves and others. 



	In this topic students will revisit and develop knowledge of:
· The risks of being involved in anti-social behaviour 
· The risks associated with gangs and being associated with them.
· The risks of carrying knives 
· The risks and signs of being coerced into county lines 
· The risk of becoming a young offender and how they are treated according to the law
· The law surrounding joint enterprise 
· The laws surrounding different crimes and appropriate sentencing
So that they can recognise and understand what the law is surrounding certain behaviours within the community and how they can lead to a criminal conviction. 

This includes recognising signs of being coerced into gangs and where to seek help and advise from for themselves and others. 


	In this unit students will revisit and develop knowledge of:

· The different risks that can be present online
· The risks associated with seeing harmful online content 
So that they can recognise and understand the risks associated with being online and to minimise the likelihood of being a victim of cybercrime or abuse. 

Students will lean:
· The risks associated with using social media 
· The risk of seeing, sending and distributing harmful content (including nude images)
· Future online risks that may potentially cause harm (identify theft, Meeting in person, footprint)
· How to seek and provide support online for yourself and others 
So they can recognise signs of online abuse; understand the importance of being safe online to keep themselves and others safe and the laws that surround the sharing and distribution of harmful/indecent content online. 
	In this unit students will revisit and develop existing knowledge of:
· The risks of being involved in anti-social behaviour 
· The risks associated with gangs and being associated with them.
· The risks of carrying knives 
· The risks and signs of being coerced into county lines 
· The laws surrounding different crimes and appropriate sentencing
So that they can recognise and understand what the law is surrounding certain behaviours within the community and how they can lead to a criminal conviction. 
Students will learn:
· The laws associated with carrying knives 
· The risks and consequences to themselves and other when carrying knives 
· Who might be vulnerable to being coerced into gangs 
· The different types of exploitation 
· The risks involved with gambling 
· The laws surrounding gambling

This topic is important because…

	This unit is important because it supports our students transition into secondary school by giving them the knowledge to become more independent 

to identify a number of potential risks that may cause harm. 

It also allows students to understand the potential consequences of ignoring such risks and that doing so may lead to harm or injury to themselves or others 

This unit also covers key content from the Statutory guidance on relationships education, relationships and sex education (RSE) and health education. 


	This unit is important because it will help students to understand how to conduct themselves appropriately within the community and being upstanding citizens; but what the consequences according to they law may be for different criminal behaviours.

It is also important that students are aware of potential signs of coercion, how to spot them and where to seek advice and help should they or a friend need it. 

This unit also covers key content from the Statutory guidance on relationships education, relationships and sex education (RSE) and health education. 

	This unit is important because it gives students the necessary information to recognise potential threats online, what to do if they bare targeted and where to seek advice and help from. It will also allow students to feel more confident in protecting themselves and others from cyberbullying and cybercrime. 

It is also important because students need to know the laws surrounding sending harmful content (including nude images) and what the long-term consequences may be for doing so. 

This unit also covers key content from the Statutory guidance on relationships education, relationships and sex education (RSE) and health education. 
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
